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REVISED DRAFT DECISIONS BEING PREPARED BY THE COMMITTEE OF PERMANENT REPRESENTATIVES TO UNEP FOR CONSIDERATION BY THE TWENTY-SEVENTH SESSION OF THE GOVERNING COUNCIL/GLOBAL MINISTERIAL ENVIRONMENT FORUM
The secretariat of UNEP submits herewith, in support of the consideration by the Committee of Permanent Representatives, the revised drat decisions for submission to the twenty-seventh session of the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum, to be held in Nairobi, from 18 to 22 February 2013.  
1. State of the environment and contribution of the United Nations Environment Programme to meeting substantive environmental challenges

The Governing Council,

Mindful of its functions and responsibilities as outlined in General Assembly resolution 2997 (XXVII) of 15 December 1972, including to keep under review the world environmental situation, and recalling its decisions 22/1 on early warning, assessment and monitoring, 23/6 and 24/2 on the world environmental situation, and 25/2 for a policy relevant, integrated and scientifically credible global environmental assessment,

Recognizing that there are gaps in our knowledge of the state of the environment resulting from lack of current data [and information (EU, Norway)]; and the urgent need for Governments to take actions to bridge those gaps [by building capacities and establishing regular processes] (Indonesia) [by strengthening the already existing mechanisms for environmental assessment and monitoring, and paying particular attention to the needs of developing countries, including capacity building and technology support (Indonesia)] for environmental monitoring [as well as data and information sharing (EU)],

Acknowledging the important role that the UNEP Year Book has played over the past 10 years in bringing emerging issues and challenges to the attention of policymakers;

Welcoming the publication of the fifth Global Environment Outlook (GEO-5): Environment for the future we want report on 6 June 2012 by the Executive Director, including its Summary for Policy Makers, negotiated and endorsed at the Intergovernmental Meeting on 31 January 2012 in Gwangju, Republic of Korea,

Acknowledging the findings of the GEO-5 report [and its Summary for Policy-makers] (EU, Argentina) based on scientific evidence [and its Summary for Policy-makers (EU, Argentina)] are valuable contribution to facilitate informed policy decision-making on sustainable development issues and to strengthen the science-policy interface,

Appreciating the guidance and high level input of the High Level Intergovernmental Advisory Panel as well as the Science and Policy Advisory Board, the coordinating lead authors, lead authors, contributing authors and reviewers who provided support to the fifth Global Environment Outlook report and its Summary for Policy Makers,

Acknowledging the outcome document, The Future We Want, of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development (Rio+20), particularly paragraph 88 that calls for a strengthened and upgraded UNEP [as well as paragraph 90 calling for strengthened assessment activities and improved access to data and information (EU, Norway)] (Indonesia),  and also noting the need to integrate economic, environmental and social [data](Indonesia) [aspects (Indonesia)], and also to disseminate and share evidence-based environmental information on critical as well as emerging environmental issues,

Welcoming the progress made during the first phase of the design and development of the prototype proof-of-concept for UNEP-Live as an initiative to significantly enhance the efficiency and cost-effectiveness of the future approach to keeping the world environment situation under review, 
Also welcoming the continued development of the Eye on Earth network and the implementation of the Special Initiatives, in particular the partnerships developing through the Eye on Global Network of Networks Special Initiative as a major contribution to UNEP-Live,

Noting the progress made on the design and development of Programme of Research on Climate Change Vulnerability, Impacts and Adaptation (PROVIA) as an initiative to identify research gaps and meet policy needs in climate change vulnerability, impacts and adaptation,
Also noting the progress made on the implementation of decision 26/14 on the Global Environment Monitoring System/Water Programme, pursuant to para 5 of the decision,
[Further noting the continuing importance of (Indonesia)] [Noting](Indonesia) [with satisfaction] (EU)the [prominent(EU)] (Indonesia)  work of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC), and specifically the release in 2011 of the two Special Reports entitled “Special Report on Renewable Energy Sources and Climate Change Mitigation” (SRREN), and “Special Report on Managing the Risks of Extreme Events and Disasters to Advance Climate Change Adaptation” (SREX), as well as the progress made in the preparation of the IPCC Fifth Assessment Report (AR5) due for release in 2013-2014,
Recalling that the UNFCCC, through a number of recent COP decisions, has reiterated the relevance and role of the IPCC assessments for its current and future work, 
[[welcoming](Indonesia) [Appreciating (Indonesia)] the work of the International Resource Panel which contributes to a strengthened science policy interface [and knowledgebase] (EU, Norway) [through filling knowledge gaps (EU)] in key areas of resource   and management (EU)]
[Acknowledging that the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) Strategic Plan 2011-2020 and the 20 Aichi Biodiversity Targets are an important global policy framework for reversing the ongoing decline in biodiversity and ecosystem services identified in the GEO-5 report (Canada, Norway)]
[Recalling that the CBD, through decision XI/13, has invited the IPBES to consider how its work can contribute to the achievement of the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 and the Aichi Biodiversity targets (Canada, Norway)]

I. Global Environment Outlook (GEO)

1. [Urges] (Argentina, Brazil) [Invites (Argentina, Brazil)] governments to use the findings of the fifth Global Environment Outlook (Environment for the future we want) and its Summary for Policy Makers to facilitate informed policy decision making at all levels,

2. Requests the Executive Director, in close collaboration with other United Nations agencies, funds and programmes, the private sector and civil society, to convene an Intergovernmental and Multi-stakeholder consultation as soon as practicable and before mid 2014 to determine the objectives, scope and process for the next Global Environment Outlook [taking into account progress made with UNEP-Live and(EU)] acknowledging the potential to contribute to the process for developing the Global Sustainable Development report [by the High Level Political Forum on Sustainable Development (Brazil)] called for in paragraph 85 of The Future We Want.
II. [Strengthening (Brazil)](EU) [Contributing to (EU)](Brazil) Sustainable Development 
3. [Urges the Executive Director, to support the implementation of  the resolution on strengthening and upgrading UNEP as adopted by the General Assembly, at its sixty-seventh session, (EU)]
3alt [Requests the Executive Director, building on the Global Environment Outlook, to continue work at national, regional and global levels to promote the science-policy interface through inclusive, evidence-based and transparent thematic and integrated assessments, as well as access to reliable, relevant and timely data and information. This should be closely linked with the implementation of UNEP-Live. (EU)]
4. Welcomes  the ongoing participation and contribution of UNEP, in collaboration with Member States , the UN system and other stakeholders in the process for the development of the global sustainable development goals[.(Uganda)] [and looks forward to the future contribution of UNEP to the development and implementation of relevant and appropriate indicators to measure progress (EU)] (Uganda, Indonesia),

5. [Further requests the Executive Director, building on the Global Environment Outlook, to continue work at national and global levels to promote the science-policy interface through inclusive, evidence-based and transparent scientific assessments, as well as access to reliable, relevant and timely data.] (EU)
5alt. [Welcomes the future contribution of UNEP to the work for the identification and implementation of relevant and appropriate indicators as measures of progress to complement gross-domestic product.(EU)]
6. [Establishing links between the assessment of the state of the environment and the promotion of the sustainable development in order to balance the three pillars (Brazil, Uganda)].

III. UNEP-Live

7. Requests the Executive Director to implement the next phase of UNEP-Live during the 2014-2015 biennium as an open platform in continued alignment with relevant environmental information systems designed for global, regional and national environmental assessment and data sharing,

8. Further requests the Executive Director to undertake [and encourage (EU)] capacity-building activities to ensure that developing countries and countries with economies in transition are able to work with UNEP-Live and contribute to [scientifically credible] (EU) [evidence based (EU)] environmental assessment processes,

9. Invites Member States, Major Groups and Stakeholders, and United Nations agencies, funds and programmes to engage in the development of UNEP-Live and in particular the implementation of the online state-of-environment reporting capabilities, by [making increasingly making accessible] (EU) [increasingly sharing(EU)] relevant data, information and indicators through open platforms,
10. Also invites the [donor community] (EU) [governments in a position to do so(EU)] to provide funding to support the implementation of capacity-building programmes to support environmental [monitoring and (EU)] data and information management needs of developing countries and countries with economies in transition,

11. [Requests the Executive Director to provide a [status] (EU) [progress (EU)] report [of development] (EU) of UNEP-Live at the Thirteenth Special Session of the Governing Council in 2014. ] (USA)
IV. Programme of Research on Climate Change Vulnerability, Impacts and Adaptation (PROVIA)

12. Requests the Executive Director, working in close collaboration with relevant UN bodies, to further develop PROVIA and provide an status report at the Thirteenth Special Session of the Governing Council in 2014, 

13. Invites Member States, the international scientific community and centers of excellence to participate in PROVIA to mobilize and communicate the growing knowledge base on climate change vulnerability, impacts and adaptation,

14. Also invites the [donor community] (EU) [governments in a position to do so (EU)] to provide funding, and other means of support as appropriate for PROVIA, so that the initiative can move from the design and development phase to an operational phase and enhance its visibility from the global to the national level.
V. Global Environment Monitoring System/Water Programme (GEMS/Water)
15. Expresses gratitude to the Government of Canada for its support to the GEMS/Water Programme over the years and requests the Executive Director working in close collaboration with Member States to identify a new host country to the GEMS/Water global database, GEMStat,

16. Invites Member States, the international scientific community and centers of excellence to participate in GEMS/Water to improve the global coverage and consistency of water quality data,  expand the GEMS/Water network of National and Collaborating Focal Points, improve data submission to GEMStat, and access for users to water quality data,

17. Also invites Governments, [the donor community] (EU) and others to provide sustainable financial and in-kind support to the GEMS/Water Programme for its global coordination/management unit and global network, and for the implementation of capacity development activities for water quality monitoring in developing countries and countries with economies in transition.

VI. Climate Change
18. Welcomes the completion of the process of consideration and implementation of the recommendations issued in August 2010 by the InterAcademy Council (IAC) as part of their review of IPCC processes and procedures, including a number of important decisions related to the IPCC governance and management, procedures, conflict of interest policy, and the development of a communications strategy,

19. Requests the Executive Director to continue providing support to the work of the IPCC and to explore ways to further strengthen the cooperation with IPCC in line with UNEP’s role in assessing the world environment situation, as reiterated in the outcome of Rio+20.

VII. Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services 

19. [Welcomes the progress towards attainment of the CBD Aichi Biodiversity Targets at the national level, as highlighted by Parties to the CBD at the COP11. (Canada)] 

20. Welcomes progress made at the first plenary session of the Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platform on Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services (IPBES) and requests the Executive Director to continue providing support to the work of the IPBES and to explore ways to further strengthen the cooperation with IPBES, in line with UNEP’s UNEP’s mandate of keeping the global environment under review. (Canada)]
2. [Consultative process on financing options for chemicals and wastes

The Governing Council, 
Recalling its decisions SS.XI/8, 26/7 and SS.XII/4 and the need for heightened efforts to increase the political priority accorded to the sound management of chemicals and wastes and the increased need for sustainable, predictable, adequate and accessible financing for the chemicals and wastes agenda, 

Stressing that technology support [and transfer (Indonesia)] and capacity-building, along with financial assistance, support the effective implementation of the sound management of chemicals and wastes and obligations under relevant conventions,

Taking note of General Assembly resolution 65/162 of 20 December 2010, in which the Assembly welcomed the consultative process on financing options for chemicals and wastes and expressed support for further efforts through the United Nations Environment Programme to continue such discussions, 

Welcoming, the recognition that sound management of chemicals is crucial for the protection of human health and the environment and the reaffirmation of the commitment of governments to an approach for the sound management of chemicals and waste at all levels that responds in an effective, efficient, coherent and coordinated manner to new and emerging issues and challenges, as stipulated in paragraph 213 of the outcome document of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development held in Rio de Janeiro in June 2012,

Recalling further paragraph 89 of the outcome document of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development that acknowledges the work already undertaken to enhance synergies among the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm Conventions and paragraph 216 in which governments commend the increased coordination and cooperation among chemicals and waste conventions and encourage continued enhanced coordination and cooperation among them and with the Strategic Approach to International Chemicals Management (SAICM),

Having considered the report submitted by the Executive Director on the implementation of Governing Council decisions SS.XI/8, 26/7 and SS.XII/4 5,

1. [Welcomes](Uganda) [Take note of (Uganda, Brazil)] the proposal by the Executive Director on an integrated approach on financing sound management of chemicals and wastes;

2. [Calls upon] (Brazil) [Invites (Brazil)]  Governments, relevant organizations and entities, [including the International Conference on Chemicals Management (ICCM) and SAICM secretariat] (Japan), and other stakeholders to apply [the three complementary and mutually reinforcing components of (Canada)] the integrated approach[, mainstreaming, industry involvement and dedicated external financing, (Canada)] to financing sound management of chemicals and wastes in their efforts to mobilize and manage financial resources for sound management of chemicals and wastes at all levels;
3. [Calls upon] (Brazil) [Invites (Brazil)]  all Governments to involve relevant ministries, departments and offices [fully] (Brazil) in the implementation of the integrated approach to financing the sound management of chemicals and wastes;
4. Requests the Executive Director to provide the necessary support, upon request, to Governments [especially those from developing countries (Uganda)], and collaborate with relevant organizations and entities and other stakeholders as appropriate, towards the implementation of the integrated approach;  

5. Invites the GEF Council and Assembly [to consider (Japan)] to revise, as appropriate, the focal area on chemicals and wastes at its sixth replenishment process and provide resources [for institutional strengthening] (Japan); 
6. Invites the conferences of the parties to the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm conventions to operationalize and implement the integrated approach for the purposes of the respective conventions, as appropriate; 

7. Further invites the ICCM to [operationalize and implement] (Brazil) [consider (Brazil)] the integrated approach;

8. Invites [Governments to [consider establishing] (Brazil) [Developed countries to establish (Brazil)], through an appropriate entity,] (Uganda) [establish (Uganda)] a special programme fund for chemicals and wastes to be funded by voluntary contributions, as part of the integrated approach;    
9. Also invites international development agencies, international and regional financial institutions and other relevant stakeholders to take steps to implement the integrated approach; 

10. Requests the Executive Director to undertake an evaluation of [all components of (Canada)] the integrated approach, in cooperation with GEF [, OECD, national and international economic development, natural resource agencies and development assistance organizations, international financial institutions and regional development banks, private sector, particular industry at all stages of the chemical sector value chain, (Canada)] and other relevant stakeholders, and submit the evaluation, including recommendations, for consideration at the twenty-ninth session of the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum; 

11. Requests the Executive Director to submit to the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum at its twenty-ninth session an interim report, for information purposes only, on the implementation of the integrated approach. ] (Brazil)
3.  Chemicals and waste management 
The Governing Council, 

Recalling the Johannesburg Plan of Implementation of the World Summit on Sustainable Development and internationally agreed development goals, including the Millennium Development Goals, and the goal that by 2020, chemicals are used and produced in ways that minimize significant adverse impacts on human health and the environment,

Recalling also its decisions 18/12 of 26 May 1995, 19/13 of 7 February 1997, 20/23 of 4 February 1999, SS.VII/3 of 15 February 2002, 21/6 of 9 February 2001, 22/4 of 7 February 2003, 23/9 of 25 February 2005, SS.IX/1 of 9 February 2006, 24/3 of 9 February 2007, 24/5 of 9 February 2007, 25/5 of 20 February 2009, 25/8 of 20 February 2009 and 26/3 of 27 February 2011 concerning global policies related to chemicals and waste management and the development of a strategic approach to international chemicals management, and its decision 16/34 of May 1991 calling for the establishment of the International Environmental Technology Centre, 

Recognizing that the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development gave specific attention to chemicals and wastes and in particular to the growing significance of chemicals and waste management for sustainable development and the strengthening of the Strategic Approach to International Chemicals Management,
Welcoming the cooperation with the Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Movements of Hazardous Wastes and Their Disposal, the Rotterdam Convention on the Prior Informed Consent Procedure for Certain Hazardous Chemicals and Pesticides in International Trade and the Stockholm Convention on Persistent Organic Pollutants, and the work under the Strategic Approach to International Chemicals Management and the intergovernmental negotiating committee to prepare a global legally binding instrument on mercury,

Welcoming the request by the Conference of the Parties of the Stockholm Convention on Persistent Organic Pollutants in its decisions SC-5/6 and SC-5/7 that the Secretariat of the Stockholm Convention on Persistent Organic Pollutants transfer the implementation of the PCB Elimination Network and the Global Alliance for the Development of products, methods and strategies as alternatives to DDT for disease vector control to UNEP, in collaboration with others,

Welcoming also the launch of the Global Chemicals Outlook: towards sound management of chemicals, on 5 September 2012, which highlighted the significant increase in the manufacture and use of chemicals globally, the importance to national and global economies, the costs of unsound chemicals management, and recommendations for future action, 

Acknowledging the progress made in implementing the Strategic Approach to International Chemicals Management and taking into account the resolutions made during the third session of the International Conference on Chemicals Management, 17-21 September 2012, Nairobi,

Welcoming the role of the United Nations Environment Programme as a participating organization in the Strategic Approach to International Chemicals Management and underlining the value of the continuing cooperation between the United Nations Environment Programme and other participating organizations and observers of the Inter-Organization Programme for the Sound Management of Chemicals (IOMC);

Recognizing the growing significance of waste management for sustainable development due to rapid industrialization and urbanization, and the needs of developing countries and countries with economies in transition for assistance in dealing with the associated technical, planning and financial challenges,

Welcoming the enhanced role of the International Environmental Technology Centre as a focus for UNEP’s work on waste management and the 20th anniversary on 30 October 2012 of the agreement between UNEP and the Government of Japan to establish the Centre in accordance with Governing Council decision 16/34,
Having considered the report of the Executive Director on chemicals and wastes management,

I

Lead and cadmium

1. Acknowledges the efforts made by Governments and others to address the risks posed by lead and cadmium, in particular to phase out lead from gasoline [and paint (EU)] through the Partnership for Clean Fuels and Vehicles and the Global Alliance to Eliminate Lead Paint [respectively (EU)], and urges Governments to continue participating in and contributing to these initiatives;

2. [Agrees] (Japan) [Notes (Japan)]  that further [[international (Canada)], regional, national and local attention and] (Japan) action are needed to address the challenges posed by lead and cadmium and encourages further efforts by Governments and others to continue reducing the risks to human health and the environment from lead and cadmium throughout the life cycles of those substances; and, in particular, to consider the needs of developing countries and countries with economies in transition for assistance in undertaking actions to reduce exposure risks;

3. Requests the Executive Director, in coordination with Governments, intergovernmental organizations, non-governmental organizations and other stakeholders as appropriate, to continue [and enhance](EU, Canada, Japan) activities on lead and cadmium, subject to the availability of resources,

4. Encourages Governments and other stakeholders to make available information on techniques for emission abatement and on the possibility of replacing lead and cadmium with less hazardous substances or techniques, and requests the Executive Director to compile the information and make it available on the UNEP website for the use of all stakeholders, [where appropriate use should be made of existing clearinghouse mechanism like SAICM when making information available (EU)]
II

Mercury

(NB:  the following nine operative paragraphs (paragraphs 5-13) are drafted in anticipation of the successful outcome of the fifth session of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee to be convened in mid January 2013 one month prior to the 27th Session of the Governing Council.  The operative paragraphs, may however need to be redrafted to reflect the final outcome of the fifth session, such as the title of a global legally binding instrument on mercury.)

5. Welcomes the completion of the negotiation of a global legally binding instrument on mercury, which was accomplished prior to the twenty-seventh session of the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum as requested in paragraph 26 of decision 25/5;

6. Requests the Executive Director to convene a conference of plenipotentiaries for the purpose of adopting and opening for signature a global legally binding instrument on mercury, in Japan in October 2013, subject to the availability of extrabudgetary resources;
7. Calls on Governments and regional economic integration organizations to adopt and thereafter sign the instrument at the conference of plenipotentiaries;
8. Encourages  countries to ratify, accept, approve or accede to the instrument , once adopted, with a view to its entry into force as soon as possible;
9. Authorizes the secretariat of the United Nations Environment Programme to provide an interim secretariat to the instrument, prior to its entry into force, and a secretariat to the instrument, if so decided by the conference of plenipotentiaries  of the instrument, provided that such arrangements are satisfactory to the Executive Director and that costs are met through extrabudgetary resources;
10. Requests the Executive Director to promote full cooperation and coordination between such a secretariat of the instrument and the secretariats of other relevant conventions;
11. Urges the Executive Director through an interim secretariat of the instrument  to assist in the implementation of relevant resolutions of the conference of plenipotentiaries with a view to facilitating capacity-building, early entry into force and financing regarding the instrument;
12. Invites the Executive Director to take actions to facilitate voluntary implementation of the instrument prior to its entry into force, if such action is called for by the conference of plenipotentiaries;
13. Appeals to Governments as well as intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations and the private sector to provide adequate financial resources necessary for the implementation of interim arrangements for the instruments, in conformity with relevant resolutions of the conference of plenipotentiaries, for the period up to the first meeting of the  Conference of the Parties to the instrument;
14. Welcomes the efforts by the  secretariat of the United Nations Environment Programme and its partners to take immediate action on mercury through the Global Mercury Partnership, urges all partners to continue their efforts to take immediate steps to reduce risks [to human health and the environment (Canada)] from [the releases [and emissions (Mexico)] of (Canada)] mercury [exposure] (Canada) and urges Governments and other stakeholders to continue to support, participate in, and contribute to the Global Mercury Partnership;

15. Requests the Executive Director to continue to provide the necessary support to the Global Mercury Partnership; 

16. [Acknowledges] (EU) [Welcomes(EU) ] the 2013 update of the 2008 report from the Executive Director: “Global Atmospheric Mercury Assessment: Sources, Emissions and Transport” 
 and requests the Executive Director to provide a further update to be presented to the twenty-ninth session of the Governing Council;
III

Implementation of the Strategic Approach 
to International Chemicals Management

17. Welcomes the decision at the third session of the International Conference on Chemicals Management to extend the term to receive contributions into the Quick Start Programme Trust Fund [until its fourth session (EU) ] and to allow the distribution of funding until all approved projects are completed; and requests the Executive Director to extend operations of the Trust Fund accordingly;

18. Welcomes also the adoption, at the third session of the International Conference on Chemicals Management, of the strategy for the engagement of the health-care sector in the implementation of the Strategic Approach;

19. Requests the Executive Director to continue to support the SAICM secretariat;
19alt [Encouraging the Executive Director to give the necessary support to the SAICM secretariat[, including (USA)] in developing guidance to implement 2020 goal on sound chemicals management (EU)]
20. Notes with concern the withdrawal of staffing support to the SAICM secretariat from the World Health Organization due to financial constraints, and invites  the World Health Assembly to consider reinstating the support of the World Health Organization, at the earliest date possible, to continue to provide health expertise within the SAICM secretariat;
21. Welcomes the adoption of resolutions at the third session of the International Conference on Chemicals Management for international cooperative actions on emerging policy issues, and requests the Executive Director to provide leadership, in partnership with others, on endocrine disrupting chemicals and chemicals in products;
22. Urges all relevant stakeholders to engage in effective implementation of the Strategic Approach throughout the material life-cycle and encourages enhanced engagement of downstream chemical users in the Strategic Approach;
23. Underlines the importance of mainstreaming activities for sound chemicals management at the national level and the assessment of the economic and social costs of unsound chemicals management, as reflected in the Global Chemicals Outlook report, and requests the Executive Director to continue and expand this work to facilitate country implementation of mainstreaming activities, subject to the availability of resources; 

24. Urges Governments, intergovernmental organizations, non-governmental organizations, industry and others in a position to do so, to contribute financially and in kind to the Strategic Approach, including its secretariat and Quick Start Programme, and its implementation, including through the programme of work of the United Nations Environment Programme;[Brazil to provide text on external funding]

IV

Waste management [and electronics (USA)][, including management 
of electrical and electronic waste] (USA)
25. Requests the Executive Director to develop a UNEP-wide waste strategy, taking into account the fundamental principles of waste prevention, minimization and management and the materials life-cycle, and considering the needs of countries for assistance in planning and implementing environmentally sound and integrated waste (including “e-waste”) management strategies and activities;

26. 9. [Proposed revisions to the Financial Rules of the Fund of the United Nations Environment Programme and the General Procedures Governing the Operations of the Fund of the United Nations Environment Programme
The Governing Council,

Recalling its decisions 19/25 of 7th February 1997 and 22/22 of 7th February 2003 on amendments to the United Nations Environment Programme Financial Rules, as promulgated by the Secretary General of the United Nations, vide ST/SGB Financial Rules/2 dated 9th December 1975. 

Recalling also paragraph 7 of Article III of General Assembly Resolution 2997 (XXVII) of 15th December 1972 which states that “the Governing Council shall formulate such general procedures as are necessary to govern the operations of the Environment Fund.”

Taking note of General Assembly Resolution 60/283 of 7th July 2006, in which the General Assembly determined that the United Nations Secretariat, including UNEP, will implement the International Public Service Accounting Standards (IPSAS).

Recognizing that the decision to adopt the International Public Service Accounting Standards will result in certain changes in accounting approaches, which necessitates a need to revise the UNEP Financial Rules.

Having considered the report of the Executive Director on the proposed revision of the Financial Rules of the Fund of the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP/GC.27/14) and the General Procedures governing the Operations of the Fund of United Nations Environment Programme for consistency with International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS)
1. Agrees to the following revisions of the Financial Rules of the United Nations Environment Programme effective 1 January 2014

(i) Where the word ‘biennium’ is used (rules 209.2 and 211.5), it shall be replaced with the words ‘financial period’

(ii) Where the expression ‘Environment Fund Biennial Support Budget’ is used (rules 209.1, 210.1, 211.2, 211.5 and 212.1) it shall be replaced by the expression ‘Environment Fund Support Budget’

(iii) Where the word ‘obligation’ is used (rule 211.5), it shall be replaced with the word ‘commitment’

(iv) Rule 205.1 shall be deleted. The IPSAS financial statement shall provide a more accurate description of miscellaneous income.

(v) In rule 205.1 and 205.2 , the expression ‘miscellaneous income’ shall be replaced with the expression ‘other/miscellaneous expenses or other/miscellaneous income’

(vi) Rules 213.4 to 213.8 regarding UN system exchange rates shall be deleted as the provisions are adequately covered in the UN Financial Regulations and Rules

2. Approves the following revisions of the General Procedures governing the Operation of the Fund of the United Nations Environment Programme

(a) In article VI, paragraph 3, the expression ‘Environment Fund Biennial Support Budget’ shall be replaced by ‘Environment Fund Support Budget’

3. Requests the Executive Director to submit a more comprehensive revision/update of the UNEP Financial Rules, in consultation with the appropriate United Nations’ financial authorities, for review and possible approval by the Governing Council at its 2014 session] (USA)
10. International Water Quality Guidelines for Ecosystems
The Governing Council,
Recalling its decision SS/XII-6 of 22 February 2012 on the world environmental situation, where it is recognized that there are gaps in our knowledge of the state of the environment resulting from a lack of data and regular monitoring, particularly in areas such as freshwater quality and quantity [estuarine and ocean water quality (USA)], groundwater depletion, ecosystem services, loss of natural habitat, land degradation and chemicals and wastes;

Recalling its decision 26/14 of 24 February 2011 to revitalize the Global Environment Monitoring System/Water Programme (GEMS/Water); 

Recalling also the Washington Declaration on the Protection of the Marine Environment from Land-based Activities, and the Manila Declaration of the Third Intergovernmental Review Meeting of the implementation of the Global Programme of Action for the Protection of the Marine Environment from Land-based Activities (GPA), which identifies [nutrients, litter and (USA)] waste water management as [one of the] (USA) GPA priority areas;
[Recalling that 2005-2015 is the UN International Decade for Action “Water for Life” and that 2013 is the United Nations International Year of Water Cooperation (EU)]
Reaffirming the role of the United Nations Environment Programme as the main global environmental authority and principal body within the United Nations system in the field of environment, including global water quality monitoring and assessment;

Recalling further paragraphs 122 and 124 of the Outcome document of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development (Rio + 20 ), “The Future We Want”,  which stresses the need to adopt measures to significantly reduce water pollution and increase water quality, and recognizes the key role that ecosystems play in maintaining water quantity and quality;

Recognising the availability of international guidelines for drinking water quality, for agriculture and drainage, for waste water reuse, etc. and the absence of international water quality guidelines for ecosystems;

[Noting that water is essential for human life, the environment and the economy and thus action to protect water resources is essential to the achievement of sustainable development (EU)]

Noting the alarming trends of water quality degradation and its negative impact on ecosystems functioning and human wellbeing;
[Recalling targets 8, 11 and 14 of the Aichi Biodiversity Targets under the Convention on Biological Diversity, regarding water pollution control for ecosystem conservation; (Japan])
Recognising also that there is a need to adopt international [water (EU)] quality guidelines for ecosystems to improve the status of ecosystems to sustain the services they provide;

1. Acknowledges the need for international [voluntary (Brazil, South Africa)] water quality guidelines for ecosystems [including quality with groundwater depletion (USA)], that build on and complement the work being done by GEMS/Water and the GPA, to provide a basis for managing pollution and water quality as they affect ecosystems, and in support of decision-making [and recognizing the connection between atmospheric pollution and water quality (USA)];
2. Requests the Executive Director, in partnership with Governments, scientific institutions, UN agencies and other relevant stakeholders, particularly those from developing countries, to develop international [voluntary (Brazil, South Africa)] water quality guidelines for ecosystems to support [, as appropriate, (Brazil)] the development of standards, policies and frameworks at the national level; and present the draft guidelines to the GC  at its 28th Session in 2015,

3. Encourages Governments, scientific institutions, UN agencies and other relevant organizations  to participate actively in the development of international [voluntary (Brazil, South Africa)] water quality guidelines for ecosystems;

4.  Invites Governments and others in a position to do so, including the private sector, to technically and financially support the process for the development of international [voluntary (Brazil, South Africa)] water quality guidelines for ecosystems;
5.  Requests the Executive Director to report to the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum at its twenty-eighth session on the implementation of the present decision.

11. Climate Technology Center and Network 
The Governing Council,
Recalling its main functions and responsibilities set out in General Assembly resolution 2997 (XXVII) of 15 December 1972, under which the Governing Council is, inter alia, to promote the contribution of the relevant international scientific and other professional communities to the acquisition, assessment and exchange of environmental knowledge and information and, as appropriate, to the technical aspects of the formation and implementation of environmental programmes within the United Nations system, 

Recalling paragraphs 16 and 17 of the Bali Strategic Plan for Technology Support and Capacity Building as adopted by its decision 23/1,
 

Noting UNFCCC decision 1/CP.16 establishing a Technology Mechanism consisting of a Technology Executive Committee and a Climate Technology Centre and Network,

Noting UNFCCC decision 2/CP.17 detailing the mission of the Climate Technology Centre and Network as to stimulate technology cooperation and to enhance the development and transfer of technologies; to assist developing country Parties at their request, consistent with their respective capabilities and national circumstances and priorities, to build or strengthen their capacity to identify technology needs, and to facilitate the preparation and implementation of technology projects and strategies taking into account gender considerations to support action on mitigation and adaptation and enhance low emissions and climate-resilient development,
[Further recalling UNFCCC decision 2/CP.17 Paragraphs 139, 140 and 141 on the provision of financial and other resources to the CTCN (Brazil)]
Noting annex VII to UNFCCC decision 2/CP.17 detailing the Terms of Reference of the Climate Technology Centre and Network including its governance structure and stating that the Climate Technology Centre and Network shall operate within its terms of reference and be accountable to, and under the guidance of, the Conference of the Parties, through an advisory board, 

Noting UNFCCC decision X/CP.18 selecting UNEP as the host of the Climate Technology Centre and Network for an initial term of five years, with possible renewal if so decided by the Conference of the Parties at its twenty-third session,

[Recalling that UNEP has, in the field of climate change, the mandate, among others: to strengthen the ability of countries, in particular developing countries, to integrate climate change responses into their national development processes and specifically to reduce their vulnerability and build up their resilience to the impacts of climate change; [to facilitate the transition to low-carbon societies;] (Brazil) [to promote sustainable development; (Brazil)] to facilitate access to climate change financing for clean technologies; to support both public and private financing mechanisms; to support national processes for implementing sustainable forest management plans; to improve the understanding of climate change science and its use in sound policymaking; and to improve the general understanding of climate change,] (Brazil) (reference to UNEP’s mandate)
Having considered the report by the Executive Director,

1. Welcomes the decision of the Conference of the Parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change to select UNEP as the host of the Climate Technology Centre and Network for an initial term of five years, and authorizes the Executive Director to provide necessary arrangements for the operation of the Centre [at the UNEP Headquarters (Kenya)] subject to the availability of financial resources.
[2. Invites the GEF Council and Assembly to provide resources for the operationalization and activities of the Climate Technology Centre and Network (Brazil)]
[3. Calls upon governments, relevant organizations and entities in a position to do so to support the Climate Technology Centre and Network through the provision of financial and other resources (Brazil)]
12. Coordination across the United Nations system including the Environment Management Group
The Governing Council may wish to consider the adoption of a decision along the following lines:

The Governing Council,

Recognizing the role of the United Nations Environment Programme in enhancing coordination and collaboration across the United Nations system to achieve greater coherence in environmental activities, 

Recalling its decision XII/2, on enhanced coordination across the United Nations system, including the Environment Management Group, 

Welcoming the efforts of the Executive Director, including in his capacity as Chair of the Environment Management Group, and those of the Group’s members, in promoting cooperation and joint approaches across the United Nation system on environmental activities 

Expressing appreciation for the progress report prepared under the guidance of the senior officials of the Environment Management Group at their eighteenth meeting and as presented by the Executive Director,
 including the strategic considerations of the Group in supporting the implementation of the outcome document “The Future We Want” of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development as well as contribution to the post 2015 development agenda
Commending the Group on its progress in facilitating cooperation across the United Nations system to assist Member States in implementing the environmental agenda for sustainable development, 

Welcoming in particular the Group’s contribution to the eleventh session of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity and its decision to provide UN system-wide support to the implementation of the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity (2011-2020)  

Welcoming also the Group’s focus and approach in ensuring that its future work supports the implementation of the outcome document “ The Future We Want” of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development, and in that context:  

Supports the Group’s continued efforts to mainstream environmental considerations into activities at the policy, program and management levels in close cooperation with the United Nations System Chief Executives Board for Coordination and its subsidiary bodies;


Encourages the Group, to continue its support to the drylands agenda and preparation of a United Nations system‑wide action plan on drylands for the period 2012–2018 on follow-up to its report on drylands
 and following the request of the Conference of the Parties to the United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification in Those Countries Experiencing Serious Drought and/or Desertification, Particularly in Africa, for its consideration at its eleventh session
. 

Also encourages the Group to continue its contribution on advancing the sustainability in the work of the UN system including on environmental sustainability management and peer-reviews; and welcomes the decision to recommend to the CEB transfer of the Framework for Environmental and Social Sustainability in the UN System to ensure follow-up in all its dimensions.

Requests the Executive Director in his capacity as Chair of the Group to provide a progress report on the Group’s work to the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum at its thirteenth special session;


Invites the Executive Director in his capacity as the Chair of the Group to transmit a progress report on the Group’s work to the governing bodies of the Group’s member organizations, through the heads of those organizations, for their information and perusal.
